Cathy is 18 years of age and currently resides in House #7, where Danny and Faye Fuqua are the house parents to a total of 8 children. Cathy has been living at Mid-Western Children’s Home for approximately 16 months and has attended Goshen High School, where she recently gradu​ated. She enjoys poetry writings and her relationships with friends. When asked how her life has changed since com​ing to Mid-Western, Cathy says, “I began in a lonely place. I have opened my heart to quite a few people and truly love all of them. Faye Fuqua has not just been a house​ parent, but a friend and motherly person. I have let a lot of people in, but Barry Boverie and his family have put forth a friendship that I will never push away for anything.” When she leaves Mid-Western, she will most remember “how you can come in the worst child ever and grow up so quickly due to good people and a Christian based setting.” She will remember the “family and God interactions”. She would advise other children coming to Mid-Western that “if you believe you want to change it’s easier to look at it as a family or home away from home-not lock-up.” (July 2007)
