She has recently returned home to live with her parents and is happy to be helping out with chores.  Tara gives much credit to Teresa Treadway for the changes in her life.  She says that Teresa’s faith in God has really inspired her.  During her stay with the Treadways, she attended the Loveland Heights Church of Christ, where she felt accepted and truly loved by the close church family.  On Mother’s Day 2007, she says she “was finally saved and baptized.  That was one special day, that I will never forget.
